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“On Teaching Reading: Insights and Practical Solutions”
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There are two major approaches to reading in ELT. Intensive Reading (IR) uses

challenging, decontextualized, native-level texts which are selected according to

language forms to be targeted, and which are taught step by step to all students in a

class. Extensive Reading (ER) calls for students to read a lot of easy texts, which they

select themselves, and which are neither ‘studied’ nor ‘tested’ in the traditional sense. In

this presentation, the speaker will argue that both IR and ER are a necessary part of an

effective curriculum, and that the gap between them can be bridged via a hybrid

approach known as Narrow Reading (NR).
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
